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School Goals and Philosophy 
 

Welcome to Nancy Campbell Collegiate Institute!  NCCI is an independent, International 
school proudly named for Nancy Campbell, a well-respected Canadian performer, who tirelessly 
promoted the oneness of humanity. Nancy Campbell Collegiate Institute (NCCI) provides a 
complete academic curriculum leading to the Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD). 
 
 

NCCI is a co-educational secondary school dedicated to inspiring academic excellence 
within a clear moral leadership framework. Students engage the power of the arts to uplift the spirit 
and raise social consciousness. Through combining a strong academic and arts program, students 
will develop the intellectual capabilities, flexibility and self-discipline necessary for success in an 
increasingly complex world.  NCCI offers classes for grades JK - 8 as well as the full grade 9-12 
secondary programs.  Level A - E credit courses in English Second Language (ESL) are also 
available to advance students to higher levels of achievement. Advanced Placement (AP) courses 
are available to graduating students and are recognized as first year credit courses in universities 
and colleges world-wide. 
 
 

The school provides a curriculum which is flexible enough to incorporate new processes and 
information in the areas of the Arts and the Sciences.  Academic adaptability enables our students to 
understand and effectively respond to change and diversity. The curriculum is designed to equip the 
student for success in a global environment through participation in moral leadership development 
activities. 
 
 

This booklet has been prepared to assist students and their parents in the selection of 
courses. Elective or non-mandatory courses outlined in this calendar will be offered only if there is 
sufficient enrolment and/or resources. 
 
 
Admissions 
 

Students applying to NCCI require: 
 

(a) Completion of an interview with senior administrators 
(b) Fulfilment of the terms stated in the admissions procedure; 
(c) Promotion from previous grade with an overall B (70%) average. 
(d) Transcript from the previous school attended and completed referral form 
(e)  An expressed willingness by the student to attend NCCI and participate in its full 

program. 
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Admission decisions are based on overall school performance and the student's desire to 

benefit fully from the program. This is a unique program that demands strong commitment from 
both the students and their parents. 
 
World Citizenship Curriculum  
 
 

The World Citizenship Curriculum (WCC) lies at the heart of the NCCI educational 
experience. This innovative core curriculum consists of three separate components: six courses, the 
NCCI Workshop, and Teacher-Advisor Mentorship. 
 

The purpose of the World Citizenship Curriculum is to develop the powers of analysis, a 
global outlook and a sense of moral responsibility for personal and social transformation. This 
program provides a forum for discussion and systematic development of moral capabilities which 
are a constellation of virtues and a pattern of thought combined in a manner that ensures 
commitment to service and wisdom. 
 
Course 1 - Virtues Education   Preschool Ð Grade 6 
 We need ways to transform our schools into safe, happy learning environments.  This 
course is designed to help develop a culture of character where respect, patience, self-discipline, 
tolerance and joy for learning are among the virtues our children master. 
 
Course 2 Ð Virtues, Justice & Service Grades 7 and 8 
 This course helps to develop an attitude toward a process in which students see themselves 
as life-long learners with a world embracing vision that enables them to see service to humanity as a 
desirable goal.  Students will learn to see justice, peace and respect as the basis for clear boundaries 
that create a safe and encouraging environment. 
 
Course 3 Ð Individual and Family Living  Grade 9     HIF10 

School should be a place where we learn and practice serving society and not take a passive 
role.  This course addresses well-being, decision making and human relations.  Students are 
encouraged to raise concerns and issues to the level of principle. Strategies for problem 
identification and applying socially constructive solutions are discussed. 
 
Course 4 Ð Religions:  Beliefs, Issues and Religious Traditions  Grade 10          (HRT3M)
   

Religions: Beliefs, Issues and Religious Traditions, is designed to expose the student to the 
various elements of world religion. In this course the student will be challenged to identify and 
analyze life questions and a vision of our collective future. 
 
Course 5 Ð Issues in Human Growth and Development Grade 11           (HHG4M)
              

This course offers a multidisciplinary approach to the study of human development with 
particular emphasis on enhancing growth and development.  Students will examine how early brain 
and child development are linked to lifelong learning, health, and well-being, and will develop 
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child-care and human relationship skills through practical experience in a community setting.  This 
course also refines studentsÕ skills used in researching and investigating issues related to human 
growth and development. 
 
 
Course 6 Ð Challenge and Change in Society Grade 12    (HSB4M)

  
This course examines the theories and methodologies used in anthropology, psychology, and 

sociology to investigate and explain shifts in knowledge, attitudes, beliefs, and behavior and their 
impact on society. Students will analyze cultural, social, and biological patterns in human societies, 
looking at the ways in which those patterns change over time.  Students will also explore the ideas 
of classical and contemporary social theorists, and will apply those ideas to the analysis of 
contemporary trends. 
 
The NCCI Dance Workshop 
 

The NCCI Dance Workshop presents a creative platform for students in the area of the 
dramatic arts. It also provides Nancy Campbell students with a rare opportunity to be part of a 
performance ensemble. 
 

Students from grades 7 Ð 12 are invited to participate in the NCCI Workshop which is 
designed to harness the educational potential of the arts and involve the youth in meaningful 
communication with their peers on issues that touch their lives.  Junior Workshop for grades 1-6 
prepares students for participation in the senior workshop. 
 

Throughout the course of the year, participants repeatedly create, stage, produce and 
perform as a company for audiences in and out of the school. The Workshop begins as students and 
their teachers identify critical global issues. After becoming more knowledgeable about them, they 
can produce dramatic performances that express both their understanding of, and possible solutions 
to, the issues at hand. 
 
 

The Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD) 
 

Requirements after September 1st, 1999 
 

 In order to earn an Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD), a student entering 
secondary school after September 1st, 1999 or in subsequent years must earn a minimum of 30 
credits, including 18 compulsory credits and 12 optional credits.  Students must also complete 40 
hours of community involvement activities and must pass the Provincial Secondary School Literacy 
test.  

 
 The combination of compulsory and optional courses is designed to provide all students 
with the essential knowledge and skills they will need to function effectively in any area of activity, 
as well as the opportunities to acquire the specialized knowledge and skills they will need to 
succeed in their chosen post secondary endeavors. 
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Compulsory Credits (total of 18) 

 
 Students must earn the following compulsory credits in order to obtain the Ontario 
Secondary School Diploma: 
 
 
4 credits in English (1 credit per grade) 
1 credit in French as a second language in Grade 9 
3 credits in Mathematics (at least 1 credit in Grade 11 or 12) 
2 credits in Science in Grades 9 - 10 
1 credit in Canadian History in Grade 10 
1 credit in Canadian Geography in Grade 9 
1 credit in the Arts in Grades 9 - 12 
1 credit Health and Physical Education in Grade 9 
0.5 credit in Civics in Grade 10 
0.5 credit in Career Studies in Grade 10 
 
Plus: 
 
1 credit in World Citizenship in Grade 12 
1 credit in Health and Physical Education or The Arts or Business Studies in Grades 9-12 
1 credit in Science or Technological Studies in Grades 9 Ð12 
 
In addition to the 18 compulsory credits, students must earn 12 optional credits.  Students may 
earn these credits by successfully completing courses that they have selected from the courses 
listed as available in the school course calendar. 

 
Community Involvement Requirements 

 
 All students of NCCI (grades 7-12) are required to achieve 25 hours of community service 
per semester; a total of 50 hours of community service each year.  This exceeds the Ontario 
Ministry quota of 40 hours of community involvement to meet the graduation requirements for the 
achievement of the OSSD (Ontario Secondary School Diplomas). 
 
 The community involvement requirement is designed to encourage students to develop 
awareness and understanding of civic responsibility and of the role they can play in supporting and 
strengthening their communities.  The requirement will benefit communities, but its primary 
purpose is to contribute to studentsÕ development.  It will provide opportunities for students to learn 
about the contributions they can make to the community. Students are first informed about 
diploma requirements, including the community involvement requirement, in Grades 7 and 8.   The 
procedures for completing the requirement will be outlined in the secondary school course calendar, 
and further information will be provided by the Principal when students enter secondary school. 
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 Students, in collaboration with their parents, will decide how they will complete the 
community involvement requirement.  They may use their annual education plan to identify 
possible activities they might undertake. 
 
 Community involvement activities may take place in a variety of settings, including 
businesses, not-for-profit organizations, public sector institutions (including hospitals), and informal 
settings.  Students may not fulfil the requirement through activities that are counted towards a credit 
(cooperative education and work experience, for example) through paid work, or by assuming 
duties normally performed by a paid employee. 
 
 The requirement is to be completed outside studentsÕ normal instructional hours Ð that is, the 
activities are to take place in studentsÕ designated lunch hours, after school, on weekends, or during 
school holidays. 
 
 Students will maintain and provide a record of their community involvement activities.  
Completion of the required 25 hours per semester / 50 hours per year must be confirmed by the 
organizations or persons supervising the activities.  Documentation attesting to the completion of 
each activity must be submitted to the principal by the student.  This documentation must include 
for each activity: the name of the person or organization receiving the service, the activity 
performed, the dates and hours, the signatures of the student and his or her parents, and a signed 
acknowledgement by the person (or a representative of the organization) involved.  The principal 
will decide whether the student has met the requirements of both the ministry and the board for 
these activities. 
 
 Family Grade Advisory groups, World Citizenship classes, the Rotary Interact Club, Duke 
of Edinburgh Awards Program and Dance Workshop all provide group service opportunities to 
meet the 25 hour / semester requirement.  In addition, one staff member is the community liaison 
who offers outreach service opportunities for individuals such as participation in Open Door 
London, Carnations for Cancer Research, SPCA volunteer hours and other worthwhile service 
projects. 
 
 
The Provincial Secondary School Literacy Test - OSSLT 

 
All students who have entered Grade 9 in or subsequent to 2001, must successfully complete 

the provincial secondary school literacy test in order to earn a secondary school diploma.  Students 
will normally take the literacy test when they are in Grade 10. The test will be based on the Ontario 
curriculum expectations for language and communication-particularly reading and writing Ð up to 
and including Grade 9. 
 
Ontario Secondary School Literacy Course - OLC 
 
 Students who are not successful on both components of the OSSLT are eligible to take the 
Ontario Literacy Course (OLC40) which will meet the OSSLD requirements for graduation. 
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 Certain subject prerequisites are necessary for entrance to courses and educational 
institutions; a graduation diploma does not necessarily guarantee admission.  It is the responsibility 
of students to earn those credits which will meet all requirements for their diplomas and post-
secondary goals.  The Guidance Counsellor is available to assist students in their planning. 

 
 Students who are not successful on both components of the OSSLT are eligible to take the 
Ontario Literacy Course (OLC40) which will meet the OSSLD requirements for graduation. 
 
 
Substitutions for Compulsory Courses 

 
 In order to allow flexibility in designing a studentÕs program and to ensure that all students 
can qualify for a secondary school diploma, substitutions may be made for a limited number of 
compulsory credit courses using courses from the remaining courses offered by the school that meet 
the requirements for compulsory credits.  To meet individual studentsÕ needs, principals may 
replace up to three of these courses (or the equivalent in half courses) with courses from the 
remainder of those that meet the compulsory credit requirements.  In all cases, however, the sum of 
compulsory and optional credits will not be less than thirty for students aiming to earn the Ontario 
Secondary School Diploma and not less than fourteen for those aiming to earn the Ontario 
Secondary School Certificate.  Substitutions should be made to promote and enhance student 
learning or to meet special needs and interests.  
  
 The decision to make a substitution for a student should be made only if the studentÕs 
educational interests are best served by such substitution.  If a parent or an adult student requests a 
substitution, the principal will determine whether or not a substitution should be made.  A principal 
may also initiate consideration of whether a substitution should be made.  The principal will make 
his or her decision in consultation with the parent or adult student and appropriate school staff.  
  
 Each substitution will be noted on the studentÕs Ontario Student Transcript. 
 
 

Courses 
 
Credit  
 
 A credit is granted in recognition of the successful completion of a course for which a 
minimum of 110 hours has been scheduled.  This usually amounts to the equivalent of a 78- minute 
period per day for one semester.  A total of 30 credits is required for an OSSD (Ontario Secondary 
School Diploma). 
 
Ministry Approved Courses and Prerequisites Ð Grades Nine to Twelve 
 
 All courses offered and taught in the school have been developed according to the 
requirements   of the Ministry of Education. Descriptions of the courses to be offered are listed in 
the following pages of this school calendar. 
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 Please Note: Certain subject prerequisites are necessary for entrance to courses and 

educational institutions; a graduation diploma does not necessarily guarantee admission. It is the 
responsibility of students to earn those credits which will meet all requirements for their diplomas 
and post-secondary goals. The Guidance Counsellor is available to assist students in their planning. 
 

Course outlines are available from the teacher, or by request, mail, fax or email from the 
guidance or administration office. 

 
Many courses offer students the opportunity for independent study projects (ISP) as part of 

the assignment/assessment component of the course.  Details will be found in each course outline.  
Each ISP adds additional credit hours to the course depending on its time requirement. 

 
Please Note:  The school reserves the right to omit any course in which there are less than 8 

registrants. In such case, the student would be expected to choose a replacement course.  
 
Course Coding 
 

 All high schools in Ontario use a common system of course coding. Each course is identified   by a 
five-character code. Example: AMS 1D. 
 
The first three characters indicate the subject or subject groupings and designate the specific course. 

AMS: A = Arts  M = Music  S = Strings 
 
The fourth character indicates the year of instruction and grade offered. 

 1 = Gr. 9,  2 = Gr. 10,  3 = Gr. 11, 4 = Gr. 12   
  
The fifth character designates the level of difficulty.

The Arts 
 
"Integrity in the Arts carries the responsibility for making the most complete and intense statement that the individual is 
capable of achieving." 
 
Dance              
 
Dance, Grade 9, Open          (ATC1O) 
This course emphasizes the basic movements of one or more world dance forms, and the scientific and safety principles 
related to dance.  Students will create movement vocabulary for dance compositions, express themselves through 
movement, and investigate the historical and cultural development of dance.  They will also learn about creative 
influences on dancers and choreographers and the role of criticism in the art of dance. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Dance, Grade 10, Open          (ATC2O) 
This course requires students to develop their dance skills and learn the theoretical basis for working with anatomical 
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structure in executing dance movements.  Students learning will include the processes that form the basis for creating 
dance; the historical development of dance; studentsÕ own aesthetic appreciation of dance as they participate in dance 
class, rehearsals, and performances; and the specialized vocabulary of dance criticism. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Dance, Grade 11, University/College Preparation       (ATC3M)  
This course emphasizes the development of technical, composition, and presentation skills in one or more world dance 
forms.  Students will acquire and refine dance skills; compose and present increasingly complex dance works; interpret 
and evaluate a variety of dance presentations; and study the historical development of various dance forms and the 
function of dance in specific cultures. 
Prerequisite:  Dance Grade 9 or 10 Open. 
 
Dance, Grade 12, University/College Preparation       (ATC4M)  
This course emphasizes the development of technical proficiency and the creation and presentation of complex 
compositions.  Students will acquire increasingly difficult technical skills; assume leadership as dancers, 
choreographers, and production personnel; analyse and evaluate dance performances; and study historical and cultural 
aspects of dance, especially of dance in Canada. 
Prerequisite:  Dance, Grade 11, University/College Preparation or Open 
 
Dramatic Arts             
 
Dramatic Arts, Grade 9, Open         (ADA1O) 
This course emphasizes the active exploration of dramatic forms and techniques, using material from a wide range of 
authors, genres, and cultures.  Students will construct, discuss, perform, and analyse drama, and then reflect on the 
experiences to develop an understanding of themselves, the art form, and the world around them. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Dramatic Arts, Grade 10, Open         (ADA2O) 
This course requires students to actively explore dramatic forms and techniques, using their own ideas and concerns as 
well as sources selected from a wide range of authors, genres, and cultures. Student learning will include identifying and 
using the principles of space, time, voice, and movement in creating, sustaining, and communicating authentic roles 
within a drama. Students will assume responsibility for decisions made in the creation and presentation 
of the drama, and will analyse and reflect on the experience. 
 
Drama involves numerous complex collaborative skills, including problem-solving, creating, negotiating, 
communicating, consensus-building, supporting, presenting, and reflecting.  By entering an imagined world, students 
learn new and unique ways to view themselves and their world.  Their learning enhances their ability to listen, question, 
interpret, create, communicate, and reflect.  The universals of human experience are explored in a safe, creative, 
reflective environment. 
Prerequisite:  None 

 
Dramatic Arts, Grade 11 University/College Preparation      (ADA3M)  
This course requires students to create and to present dramatic works.  Students will do research on and study such types 
of contemporary theatre as docudrama and forum theatre.  They will interpret and present works in a variety of dramatic 
forms; create and script original works; analyse and reflect on dramatic  
Prerequisite:  Dramatic Arts, Grade 9 or 10, Open 
 
Dramatic Arts, Grade 12, University/College Preparation                 (ADA4M)  
This course requires students to experiment with forms and conventions in dramatic literature, and to create / adapt and 
present dramatic works.  Students will do research on dramatic forms, conventions, themes, and theories of acting and 
directing from different historical periods, and apply their knowledge of these in analyzing and interpreting dramatic 
literature, including Canadian works and works from various cultures in the late twentieth century.  Students will also 
examine the significance of dramatic arts in various cultures. 
Prerequisite:  Dramatic Arts, Grade 11, University/College Preparation or open. 
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Exploring the Arts             
 
Exploring the Ar ts, Grade 12, Open                                                                                                            (AEA4O)   
This course emphasizes the acquisition and application of knowledge and skills related to the creation, interpretation, 
and production of works involving dance, drama, media arts, music, and/ or visual arts. Students will study, evaluate, 
create, and promote art works and productions, and will use a variety of established and experimental techniques and 
various technologies in individual or group projects (e.g., the presentation of a theatrical scene or an art exhibit on a 
website.) 
Prerequisite:  Any Grade 9 or 10 course in the arts  
 
 
Media Arts          
 
Media Arts, Grade 10 Open                   (ASM2O) 
This course will develop studentsÕ artistic knowledge and skills by introducing them to current media arts technologies 
and processes.  Student learning will include the analysis, appreciation, and production of media art, using a variety of 
traditional techniques (e.g., photography, film, photocopy art, video, analog sound recording) and emergent 
technologies (e.g., computer, digital camera, scanner, multimedia, animation). 
Prerequisite: None 
 
Media Arts, Grade 11, Open                   (ASM3O) 
This course emphasizes the development of the knowledge and skills required for the production of media art works 
(e.g., robosculpture, photocopy art, computer animation with synthesized sound).  Students will develop an appreciation 
of the history of media arts through analyzing specific works, and will create media art works using a variety of 
technologies (e.g., digital camera, photo-imaging software, computer-modeling software, synthesizer, videotape, multi-
track sound recording). 
Prerequisite:  Any Grade 9 or 10 course in the arts 
 
Media Arts, Grade 12, Open                   (ASM4O) 
This course emphasizes the development of the knowledge and skills required for the production of interactive media art 
forms (e.g.; interactive art installations, interactive videos, simulations, network art).  Students will analyze and evaluate 
media art works, and will create their own works using a variety of technologies and processes (e.g., computer graphics, 
photo-imaging, digital video production techniques, and electro-acoustics). Students will maintain a portfolio of their 
media art works. 
Prerequisite:  Any Grade 11 course in the arts 
 
Music            
Music, Grade 10, Open          (AMU2O)  
This course emphasizes performance of music at an intermediate level that strikes a balance between challenge and 
skill.  Student learning will include participating in creative activities and listening perceptively.  Students will also be 
required to develop a thorough understanding of the language of music, including the elements, terminology, and 
history. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Music, Grade 11, Open          (AMU3O)  
This course develops studentsÕ artistic knowledge and skills through the performance of music and the preparation of 
music productions.  Students will perform appropriate works, particularly works in contemporary popular styles.  
Independently and in groups, they will also plan, market, and produce music productions, making use of appropriate 
technology, and will evaluate the results. 
Prerequisite:  Music, Grade 9 or 10, Open 
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Visual Arts             
Visual Arts, Grade 9, Open         (AVI 1O)  
This course offers an overview of visual arts as a foundation for further study.  Students will become familiar with the 
elements and principles of design and the expressive qualities of various materials through working with a range of 
materials, processes, techniques, and styles.  They will learn and use methods of analysis and criticism and will study 
the characteristics of particular historical art periods and a selection of Canadian art and the art of other cultures. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Visual Arts, Grade 10, Open         (AVI 2O)  
This course emphasizes learning through practice; building on what students know; and introducing them to new ideas, 
materials, and processes for autistic thinking and experimentation.  Student learning will include the refined application 
of the elements and principles of design, incorporating the creative and design processes, and the relationship between 
form and content.  Students will also learn about the connections between works of art and their historical contexts.  
Course objectives may be achieved either through a comprehensive program or through a program focused on a 
particular art form (e.g., drawing, painting). 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Visual Arts, Grade 11, University/College preparation      (AVI3M)  
This course provides students with opportunities to further develop their skills and knowledge in visual arts.  Students 
will explore a range of subject matter through studio activities, and will consolidate their practical skills.  Students will 
also analyze art works and study aspects of Western art history, as well as art forms from Canada and other parts of the 
world. 
Prerequisite:  Visual Arts, Grade 9 or 10, Open 
 
Visual Arts, Grade 12, University/College Preparation      (AVI4M)  
This course focuses on the refinement of studentsÕ skills and knowledge in visual arts.  Students will analyze art forms; 
use theories of art in analyzing and producing art; and increase their understanding of stylistic changes in modern and 
contemporary Western art, Canadian (including Native Canadian) art, and art forms from various parts of the world.  
Students will produce a body of work demonstrating a personal approach.  
Prerequisite:  Visual Arts, Grade 11, University/College Preparation or Open. 
 
 
Business Studies 
 
Accounting          

 
Financial Accounting Fundamentals, Grade 11, University/College Preparation   (BAF3M) 
This course introduces students to the fundamental principles and procedures of accounting.  Students will develop 
financial analysis and decision-making skills that will assist them in future studies and/or career opportunities in 
business.  Students will acquire an understanding of accounting for a service and merchandising business, computerized 
accounting, financial analysis, and current issues and ethics in accounting.  
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Entrepreneurial Studies           
 
Entrepreneurship:  The Venture, Grade 11, College Preparation     (BDI3C) 
This course focuses on ways in which entrepreneurs recognize opportunities, generate ideas, and organize resources to 
plan successful ventures that enable them to achieve their goals.   Students will create a venture plan for a student-run 
school-based or summer business.  Through hands-on experiences, students will have opportunities to develop the 
values, traits and skills most often associated with successful entrepreneurs. 
Prerequisite:  None 
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Entrepreneurship:  Venture Planning in an Electronic Age,  Grade 12, College Preparation  (BDV4C) 
 
This course provides students with the opportunity to develop and apply entrepreneurial skills through the creation of a 
venture plan that capitalizes on the potential of e-commerce.  Students will research and identify an opportunity for a 
venture.  They will then complete the components of a venture plan that includes a website.     
Prerequisite: None 
 
Information Technology          
Information and Communication Technology:  The Digital Environment, Grade 11, Open  (BTA3O) 
 
This course prepares students for the digital environment.  using a hands-on approach, students will further develop 
information and communication technology skills through the use of common business software applications.  The 
concept and operation of e-business will be explored, and students will design an e-business website.  The skills 
developed in this course will prepare students for success in the workplace and/or postsecondary studies. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Information and Communication Technology :  Multimedia Solutions, Grade 12, College Preparation 
(BTX4C) 
 
This course provides students with  the opportunity to apply their information and communication technology skills 
while working in a team environment.  Through a project-based approach, students will have opportunities to integrate 
common business software applications and apply  multimedia techniques.  Students will further develop their 
understanding of electronic business and e-commerce environments.  The skills acquired in this course will prepare 
students for success in postsecondary studies and in their future careers. 
 Prerequisite:  Information and Communication Technology:  The Digital Environment, Grade 11, Open 
 
International Business         
International Business Fundamentals, Grade 12, University / College Preparation   (BBB4M) 
This course provides an overview of the importance of international business and trade in the global economy and 
explores the factors that influence success in international markets.  Students will learn about the techniques and 
strategies associated with marketing, distribution, and managing international business effectively. This course prepares 
students for postsecondary programs in business, including international business, marketing, and management. 
Prerequisite:  Any university, university / college, or college preparation course in business studies or Canadian and 
world studies 
 
Marketing          
Marketing:  Goods, Services, Events, Grade 11, College Preparation    (BMI3C)  
This course introduces the fundamental concepts of product marketing, which includes the marketing of goods, services, 
and events.  Students will examine how trends, issues, global economic changes, and information technology influence 
consumer buying habits.  Students will engage in marketing research, develop marketing strategies, and produce a 
marketing plan for a product of their choice. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
 
Canadian and World Studies 
 
Civics              
Civics, Grade 10, Open (1/2 credit compulsory course)      (CHV 2O) 
This course explores what it means to be an informed, participating citizen in a democratic society.  Students will learn 
about the elements of democracy and the meaning of democratic citizenship in local, national, and global contexts, 
about political reactions to social change, and about political decision-making processes in Canada.  They will explore 
their own and othersÕ ideas about civics questions and learn how to think critically about public issues and react 
responsibly to them. 
Prerequisite:  None 
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Economics             
 
 
Analysing Current Economic Issues, Grade 12, University Preparation    (CIA4U)  
This course investigates the nature of the competitive global economy and explores how individuals and societies can 
gain the information they need to make appropriate economic decisions. Students will learn about the principles of 
microeconomics and macroeconomics, apply economic models and concepts to interpret economic information, assess 
the validity of statistics, and investigate marketplace dynamics. Students will use economic inquiry and communication 
skills to analyse current economic issues, make informed judgements, and present their findings. 
Prerequisite:  Any university or university/college preparation course in Canadian and world studies, English, or social 
sciences and humanities. 
 
 

Geography           
Geography of Canada, Grade 9, Academic                  (CGC 1D)  
This course explores CanadaÕs distinct and changing character and the geographic systems and relationships that shape 
it. Students will investigate the interactions of natural and human systems within Canada, as well as CanadaÕs 
economic, c u l t u r a l , and environmental connections to other countries . Students will use a variety of 
geotechnologies and inquiry and communication 
methods to analyse and evaluate geographic issues and present their findings . 
Prerequisites:  None 
 
Canadian and World Issues:  A Geographic Analysis,                 (CGW4U) 
Grade 12, University Preparation 
This course examines the global challenges of creating a sustainable and equitable future, focusing on current issues that 
illustrate these challenges.  Students will investigate a range of topics, including cultural, economic, and geopolitical 
relationships, regional disparities in the ability to meet basic needs, and protection of the natural  environment.  Students 
will use geotechnologies and skills of geographic inquiry and analysis to develop and communicate balanced opinions 
about the complex issues facing Canada and a world that is interdependent and constantly changing. 
Prerequisite:  Any university or university/college preparation course in Canadian and world studies, English, or social 
sciences and humanities. 
 
 
History           
Canadian History in the Twentieth Century       (CHC2D) 
Grade 10, Academic 
This course explores the local, national, and global forces that have shaped CanadaÕs national identity from World War 
I to the present.  Students will investigate the challenges presented by economic, social, and technological changes and 
explore the contributions of individuals and groups to Canadian culture and society during this period.  Students will 
use critical-thinking and communication skills to evaluate various interpretations of the issues and events of the period 
and to present their own points of view. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
World History to the Sixteenth Century, Grade 11,                (CHW3M)  
University / College Preparation 
This course investigates the history of humanity from earliest times to the sixteenth century. Students will analyse 
diverse societies from around the world, with an emphasis on the political, cultural, and economic structures and 
historical forces that have shaped the modern world.  They will apply historical inquiry, critical-thinking, and 
communication skills to evaluate the influence of selected individuals, groups, and innovations and to present their own 
conclusions. 
Prerequisite:  Canadian History in the Twentieth Century, Grade 10 Academic or Applied 
 
 
 
Law              
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Understanding Canadian Law, Grade 11                   (CLU3M)  
University/ College Preparation 
This course explores Canadian law with a focus on legal issues that are relevant to peopleÕs everyday lives. Students 
will investigate fundamental legal concepts and processes to gain a practical understanding of CanadaÕs legal system, 
including the criminal justice system.  Students will use critical-thinking, inquiry, and communication skills to 
develop informed opinions on legal issues and apply this knowledge in a variety of ways and settings, including case 
analysis, legal research projects, mock trials, and debates. 
Prerequisite: Canadian History in the Twentieth Century, Grade 10, Academic or Applied 
 
Canadian and International Law, Grade 12,  University Preparation                                  (CLN4U)  
This course examines elements of Canadian and international law in social, political , and global contexts . Students 
will study the historical and philosophical sources of law and the principles and practices of international law and will 
learn to relate them to issues in Canadian society and the wider world . Students will use critical-thinking and 
communication skills to analyse legal issues , conduct independent research , and present the results of their inquiries in 
a variety of 
ways . 
Prerequisite:  Any university or university/college preparation course in Canadian and world studies, English, or social 
sciences and humanities. 
 
Politics          
 
Classical Studies and International Languages 
 
Classical Studies           
 
Classical Civilization, Grade 12, University Preparation                    (LVV4U)  
This course allows students to explore the beliefs and achievements of the classical world, which have shaped Western 
thought and civilization.  Students will investigate such aspects of classical culture as its mythology, art, literature, and 
philosophy as well as elements of ancient Greek and Latin, through a variety of activities such as dramatizations, audio-
visual presentations, and discussions.  By reading classical authors in English and examining archaeological evidence, 
students will enhance both their communication skills and their ability to think critically and creatively. 
Prerequisite:  English, Grade 10, Academic or Applied 
 
English 
 
Compulsory Courses            
English, Grade 9, Academic                     (ENG1D)  
This course is designed to develop the oral communication, reading, writing, and media literacy skills that 
students need for success in their secondary school academic programs and in their daily lives. Students will 
analyse literary texts from contemporary and historical periods, interpret informational and graphic texts, and 
create oral, written, and media texts in a variety of forms. An important focus will be on the use of strategies that 
contribute to effective communication. The course is intended to prepare students for the Grade 10 academic 
English course, which leads to university or college preparation courses in Grades 11 and 12. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
English, Grade 10, Academic                 (ENG2D) 
This course is designed to extend the range of oral communication, reading, writing, and media literacy skills 
that students need for success in their secondary school academic programs and in their daily lives. Students 
will analyse literary texts from contemporary and historical periods, interpret and evaluate infor mational and 
graphic texts, and create oral, written, and media texts in a variety of forms. An important focus will be on the 
selective use of strategies that contribute to effective communication. This course is intended to prepare 
students for the compulsory Grade 11 university or college preparation course. 
Prerequisite:  English, Grade 9, Academic or Applied 
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English, Grade 11, University Preparation       (ENG3U) 
This course emphasizes the development of literacy, communication, and critical and creative thinking skills 
necessary for success in academic and daily life. Students will analyse challenging literary texts from various 
periods, countries, and cultures, as well as a range of informational and graphic texts, and create oral, written, 
and media texts in a variety of forms. An important focus will be on using language with precision and clarity 
and incorporating stylistic devices appropriately and effectively. The course is intended to prepare students for 
the compulsory Grade 12 university or college preparation course. 
Prerequisite: English, Grade 10, Academic 
 
English, Grade 12, University Preparation       (ENG4U) 
This course emphasizes the consolidation of the literacy, communication, and critical and creative thinking 
skills necessary for success in academic and daily life. Students will analyse a range of challenging literary 
texts from various periods, countries, and cultures; interpret and evaluate informational and graphic texts; and 
create oral, written, and media texts in a variety of f orms. An important focus will be on using academic 
language coherently and confidently, selecting the reading strategies best suited to particular texts and 
particular purposes for reading, and developing greater control in writing. The course is intended to prepare 
students for university, college, or the workplace.  
Prerequisite:  English, Grade 11, University Preparation 
 
Non-Compulsory Courses           
English Media Studies, Grade 11 Open        (EMS3O) 
This course emphasizes knowledge and skills that will enable students to understand media 
communication in the twenty-first century and to use media effectively and responsibly.  Through analysing the forms 
and messages of a variety of media works and audience responses to them, and through creating their own media 
works, students will develop critical thinking skills, aesthetic and ethical judgement, and skills in viewing, representing, 
listening, speaking, reading and writing. 
Prerequisite:  English, Grade 10, Academic or Applied 
 
Studies in Literature, Grade 12 University Preparation      (ETS4U) 

  This course is for students with a special interest in literature and literary criticism. The course may focus on themes, 
genres, time periods, or countries. Students will analyse a range of forms and stylistic elements of literary texts and 
respond personally, critically, and creatively to them. They will also assess critical interpretations, write analytical 
essays, and complete an independent study project. 
Prerequisite: English, Grade 11, University Preparation focus on themes, genres, time periods 
 
The WritersÕ Craft, Grade 12, University Preparation                  (EWC4U) 
This course emphasizes knowledge and skills related to the craft of writing. Students will analyse models of effective 
writing: use of a workshop approach to produce a range of works; identify and use techniques required for specialized 
forms of writing; and identify effective ways to improve the quality of their writing. They will also complete a major 
paper as part of a creative or analytical independent study project and investigate opportunities for publication and 
writing careers. 
Prerequisite: English, Grade 11, University Preparation. 
 
Communication in the World of Business and Technology, Grade 12 Open    (EBT4O) 
This course emphasizes practical writing and communication skills that are required in the world of Business and 
technology. Students will analyse the characteristics of effective models of business and technical, communications; 
gather information to write reports, business, letters, memos, manuals, instructions and brochures; and integrate 
graphics and text; using technology appropriately for formatting and special effects. They will also make a number of 
oral and visual presentations. 
Prerequisite: English, Grade 11, University Preparation, College Preparation, or Workplace Preparation. 
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English as a Second Language          
 
Beginning Communication in English, ESL Level 1, Open      (ESLAO) 
This course builds on studentsÕ previous education and language knowledge to introduce them to the English 
language and help them adjust to the diversity in their new environment. Students will use beginning English 
language skills in 
listening, speaking, reading, and writing for everyday and essential academic purposes. They will engage in 
short conversations using basic English language structures and simple sentence patterns; read short adapted 
texts; and write  
phrases and short sentences. The course also provides students with the knowledge and skills they need to 
begin to adapt to their new lives in Canada. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
English in Daily Life, ESL Level 2, Open        (ESLBO) 
This course extends studentsÕ listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills in English for everyday and 
academic purposes. Students will particip ate in conversations in structured situations on a variety of familiar 
and new topics; read a variety of texts designed or adapted for English language learners; expand their 
knowledge of English grammatical structures and sentence patterns; and link Engli sh sentences to compose 
paragraphs. The course also supports studentsÕ continuing adaptation to the Ontario school system by 
expanding their knowledge of diversity in their new province and country.  
Prerequisite:  ESL 1 or equivalent 
 
English for School and Work, ESL Level 3, Open       (ESLCO) 
This course further extends studentsÕ skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing in English for a variety 
of everyday and academic purposes. Students will make short classroom oral presentations; read a variety of 
adapted and original texts in English; and write using a variety of text forms. As well, students will expand 
their academic vocabulary and their study skills to facilitate their transition to the mainstream school program. 
This course also introduces students to the rights and responsibilities inherent in Canadian citizenship, and to a 
variety of current  
Canadian issues. 
Prerequisite:  ESL 2 or equivalent 
 
Study Skills in English, ESL Level 4, Open       (ESLDO) 
This course prepares students to use English with increasing fluency and accuracy in classroom and social 
situations and to participate in Canadian society as informed citizens. Students will develop the oral -
presentation, reading, and writing skills required for success in all school subjects. They will extend listening 
and speaking skills through participation in discussions and seminars; study and interpret a variety of grade -
level texts; write narratives, articles, and summaries in English; and respond critically to a variety of print and 
media texts. 
Prerequisite:  ESL 3 or equivalent 
 
Bridge to English, ESL Level 5, Open        (ESLEO) 
This course provides students with the skills and strategies they need to make the transition to college and 
university preparation courses in English and other secondary school disciplines. Students will be encouraged 
to develop independence in a range of academic tasks. They will participate in debates and lead classroom 
workshops; read 
and interpret literary works and academic texts; write essays, narrati ves, and reports; and apply a range of 
learning strategies and research skills effectively. Students will further develop their ability to respond 
critically to print and media texts.  
Prerequisite:  ESL 4 or equivalent 
 
English Literacy Development,  ELD L evel 5       (ELDEO) 
This course provides students with skills and strategies that will allow them to continue their education 
successfully and pursue pathways to employment that may involve apprenticeship and/or cooperative education 
programs. Students wi ll communicate orally and in writing on a variety of topics; perform a variety of 
independent reading and writing tasks; interpret and create media texts; and use a range of media and 
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community resources. This course also expands the critical thinking skil ls students will need in order to 
contribute to Canadian society as informed citizens. 
Prerequisite:   
 
 
French as a Second Language 
 
One of the two following Grade 9 French credits must be successfully completed as credit towards the OSSD. 
 
Core French, Grade 9, Academic         (FSF1D) 
This course emphasizes the further development of oral communication, reading, and writing skills.  Students will build 
on and apply their knowledge of French while exploring a variety of themes, such as relationships, social trends, and 
careers.  Thematic readings, which include a selection of short stories, articles, and poems, will serve as stepping-stones 
to oral and written activities. 
Prerequisite:  Minimum of 600 hours of French instruction, or equivalent 
 
Core French, Grade 9, Applied         (FSF1P) 
This course emphasizes the concurrent development of oral communication, reading, and writing skills, using a broad-
based theme such as the media.  Students will enhance their ability to understand and speak French through 
conversations, discussions, and presentations.  They will also read short stories, articles, poems, and songs, and write 
brief descriptions, letters, dialogues, and invitations. 
Prerequisite: Minimum of 600 hours of French instruction, or equivalent.       
 
Core French, Grade 10, Academic        (FSF2D) 
This course enables students to increase their knowledge of the French language, further develop their language skills, 
and deepen their understanding and appreciation of francophone culture around the world.  Exploring a variety of 
themes, students will develop and apply critical thinking skills in discussion, in their analysis and interpretation of texts, 
and in their own writing. 
Prerequisite:  Core French, Grade 9, Academic or Applied 
 
Core French, Grade 11, University Preparation       (FSF3U) 
This course draws on a variety of themes to promote extensive development of reading and writing skills and to 
reinforce oral communication skills.  Students will gain a greater understanding of French- speaking cultures in Canada 
and around the world through their reading of a variety of materials, including a short novel or a play.  Students will 
produce various written assignments, including a formal essay.  The use of correct grammar and appropriate language 
conventions in both spoken and written French will be emphasized throughout the course. 
Prerequisite: Core French, grade 10, Academic 
 
 
Guidance and Career Education 
 
Career Studies, Grade 10, Open (1/2 credit compulsory course)     (GLC2O) 
This course teaches students how to develop and achieve personal goals for future learning, work, and community 
involvement.  Students will assess their interests, skills, and characteristics and investigate current economic and 
workplace trends, work opportunities, and ways to search for work.  The course explores postsecondary learning and 
career options, prepares students for managing  work and life transitions, and helps students focus on their goals through 
the development of a career plan. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Leadership and Peer Support, Grade 11, Open                   (GPP3O) 
This course prepares students to act in leadership and peer support roles.  They will design and implement a plaan for 
contributing to their school and/or community; develop skills in communication, interpersonal relations, teamwork, and 
conflict management; and apply those skills in leadership and/or peer support roles Ð for example, as a student council 
member or a peer tutor.  Students will examine group dynamics and learn the value of diversity within groups and 
communities. 
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Prerequisite:  Career Studies, Grade 10, Open

Health and Physical Education _____________________________________________________________________   
                                                                                                                                       
Healthy Active Living Education, Grade 9, Open       (PPL1O) 
This course emphasizes studentsÕ daily participation in a variety of enjoyable physical activities that promote lifelong 
healthy active living.  Students will learn movement techniques and principles, ways to improve personal fitness and 
physical competence, and safety/injury prevention strategies.  They will investigate issues related to healthy sexuality 
and the use and abuse of alcohol, tobacco, and other drugs and will participate in activities designed to develop goal-
setting, communication, and social skills. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Healthy Active Living Education, Grade 10, Open          (PPL20) 
This course emphasizes regular participation in a variety of enjoyable physical activities that promote lifelong healthy 
active living.  Student learning will include the application of movement principles to refine skills; participation in a 
variety of activities that enhance personal competence, fitness, and health; examination of issues related to healthy 
sexuality, healthy eating, substance use and abuse; and the use of informed decision-making, conflict resolution, and 
social skills in making personal choices. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Exercise Science, Grade 12, University Preparation       (PSE4U) 
This course focuses on the study of human movement of systems, factors and principles involved in human 
development. Students will learn about the effects of physical activity on health and performance, the evolution of 
physical activity and sports and the factors that influence an individualÕs participation in physical activity. This course 
prepares students for university programs in physical education, kinesiology, recreation and sports administration. 
Prerequisite: Any Grade 11 university or university/college preparation course in science or Grade 11 or 12 Open 
course in health and physical education. 
 
 
Mathematics 
 
Principles of Mathematics, Grade 9, Academic       (MPM1D)  
This course enables students to develop an understanding of mathematical concepts related to algebra, analytic 
geometry, and measurement and geometry through investigation, the effective use of technology, and abstract 
reasoning.  Students will investigate relationships, which they will then generalize as equations of lines, and will 
determine the connections between different representations of a linear relation.  They will also explore relationships 
that emerge from the measurement of three-dimensional figures and two-dimensional shapes.  Students will reason 
mathematically and communicate their thinking as they solve multi-step problems. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Principles of Mathematics, Grade 10, Academic or Applied     (MPM2D)  
This course enables students to broaden their understanding of relationships and extend their problem-solving and 
algebraic skills through investigation, the effective use of technology, and abstract reasoning.  Students will explore 
quadratic relations and their applications; solve and apply linear systems; verify properties of geometric figures using 
analytic geometry; and investigate the trigonometry of right and acute triangles.  Students will reason mathematically 
and communicate their thinking as they solve multi-step problems. 
Prerequisite:  Mathematics, Grade 9, Academic or Applied 
 
Functions, Grade 11, University Preparation       (MCR3U) 
This course introduces the mathematical concept of the function by extending studentsÕ experiences with linear and 
quadratic relations.  Students will investigate properties of discrete and continuous functions, including trigonometric 
and exponential functions; represent functions numerically, algebraically, and graphically; solve problems involving 
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applications of functions;  and develop facility in simplifying polynomial and rational expressions.  Students will reason 
mathematically and communicate their thinking as they solve multi-step problems.   
Prerequisite: Principles of Mathematics, grade 10, Academic 
 
Advanced Functions, Grade 12, University Preparation        (MHF4U)  
This course extends studentsÕ experience with functions. Students will investigate the properties of polynomial, 
rational, logarithmic, and trig onometric functions; develop techniques for combining functions; broaden their 
understanding of rates of change; and develop facility in applying these concepts and skills. Students will also 
refine their use of the mathematical processes necessary for success in senior mathematics. This course is 
intended both for students taking the Calculus and Vectors course as a prerequisite for a university program 
and for those wishing to consolidate their understanding of mathematics before proceeding to any one of a 
variety of university programs.  
Pre requisite: Functions, Grade 11, University Preparation, or Mathematics for College Technology, Grade 
12, College Preparation 
 
Calculus and Vectors, Grade 12, University Preparation      (MCV4U)  
This course builds on studentsÕ previous experience with functions and their developing understanding of 
rates of change. Students will solve problems involving geometric and algebraic representations of vectors and 
representations of lines and planes in three dimensional space; broaden their understanding of rates of change 
to include the 
derivatives of polynomial, sinusoidal, exponential, rational, and radical functions; and apply these concepts 
and skills to the modelling of real -world relationships. Students will also refine th eir use of the mathematical 
processes necessary for success in senior mathematics. This course is intended for students who choose to 
pursue careers in fields such as science, engineering, economics, and some areas of business, including those 
students who will be required to take a university -level calculus, linear algebra, or physics course. 
Note: The new Advanced Functions course (MHF4U) must be taken prior to or concurrently with Calculus 
and Vectors (MCV4U). 
 
Mathematics of Data Management, Grade 12, University Preparation    (MDM4U)  
This course broadens studentsÕ understanding of mathematics as it relates to managing data. Students will 
apply methods for organizing and analysing large amounts of information; solve problems involving 
probability and sta tistics; and carry out a culminating investigation that integrates statistical concepts and 
skills. Students will also refine their use of the mathematical processes necessary for success in senior 
mathematics. Students planning to enter university program s in business, the social sciences, and the 
humanities will find this course of particular interest.  
Pre requisite: Functions, Grade 11, University Preparation, or Functions and Applications, Grade 11, 
University/College Preparation  
 
 
 
 
Native Studies 
 
Expressing Aboriginal Cultures, Grade 9, Open       (NAC1O) 
This course examines Aboriginal cultures in Canada through an exploration of art forms Ð painting, sculpture, 
storytelling, dance, and music Ð created by Aboriginal artists.  Students will learn to identify Aboriginal art forms and 
describe relationships between the art forms and Aboriginal traditions, philosophy, and culture.  Students will also 
create their own art forms to express their understanding of Aboriginal identity, relationships, and sovereignty. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Current Aboriginal Issues in Canada, Grade 11, University/College Preparation   (NDA3M) 
This course focuses on existing and emerging issues of importance to Aboriginal peoples in Canada.  Students will 
investigate issues related to identity, relationships among Aboriginal peoples and between Aboriginal peoples and other 
Canadians, sovereignty principles as presented by Aboriginal peoples, and the contemporary challenges posed by these 
issues.  Students will also examine such topics as language preservation, the responsibilities of Aboriginal women and 
men, and the need for dialogue between Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal peoples. 
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Prerequisite:  Aboriginal People in Canada, Grade 10 open;  or Canadian History in the Twentieth Century, Grade 10, 
Academic or Applied. 
 
Issues of Indigenous Peoples in a Global Context, Grade 12, University/college Preparation  (NDW4M) 
This course provides students with an overview of the issues and challenges that confront indigenous peoples 
worldwide.  Students will develop an understanding of the concerns and aspirations of the worldÕs indigenous 
population, plan and conduct research on global issues that have an impact on indigenous peoples, and use information 
technology to consult materials related to the views of indigenous peoples throughout the world. 
Prerequisite:  Any Grade 11 university, university / college, or college preparation course in Native studies. 
 
Science 
 
Science, Grade 9, Academic                      (SNC1D) 
This course enables students to understand basic concepts in biology, chemistry, earth and space science, and physics; 
to develop skills in the processes of scientific inquiry; and to relate science to technology, society, and the environment.  
Students will learn scientific theories and conduct investigations related to cell division and reproduction; atomic and 
molecular structures and the properties of elements and compounds the universe and space exploration; and the 
principles of electricity. 
Prerequisite:  None 
Science, Grade 10, Academic         (SNC2D) 
This course enables students to develop a deeper understanding of concepts in biology, chemistry, earth and space 
science, and physics; to develop further their skills in scientific inquiry; and to understand the interrelationships among 
science, technology, and the environment.  Students will conduct investigations and understand scientific theories 
related to; ecology and the maintenance of ecosystems; chemical reactions, with particular attention to acid-base 
reactions factors that influence weather systems; and motion. 
Prerequisite:  Science, Grade 9, Academic or Applied 
 
Science, Grade 11, University / College Preparation                 (SNC3M) 
This course enables students, including those who do not intend to pursue science-related programs at the postsecondary 
level, to increase their understanding of science and its technological applications.  Students will explore a range of 
topics, including the safe use of everyday chemicals; the science of nutrition and body function; waste management; the 
application of scientific principles in space; and technologies in everyday life.  Emphasis will be placed on the role of 
science and technology in daily life and in relation to social and environmental issues. 
Prerequisite:  Science, Grade 10, Academic or Applied  
 
 
 
 
Biology              

 
Biology, Grade 11, University Preparation          (SBI3U) 
This course furthers studentsÕ understanding of the processes involved in biological systems. Students will study 
cellular functions, genetic continuity, internal systems and regulation, the diversity of living things, and the anatomy, 
growth, and functions of plants. The course focuses on the theoretical aspects of the topics under study, and helps 
students refine skills related to scientific investigation. 
Prerequisite: Science, Grade 10, Academic 
 
Biology, Grade 12, University Preparation          (SBI4U) 
This course provides students with the opportunity for in-depth study of the concepts and processes associated with 
biological systems.  Students will study theory and conduct investigations in the areas of metabolic processes, molecular 
genetics, homeostasis, evolution, and population dynamics.  Emphasis will be placed on achievement of the detailed 
knowledge and refined skills needed for further study in various branches of the life sciences and related fields. 
Prerequisite:  Biology, Grade 11, University Preparation 
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Chemistry              
 
Chemistry, Grade 11, University Preparation        (SCH3U) 
This course focuses on the concepts and theories that form the basis of modern chemistry.  Students will study the 
behaviours of solids, liquids, gases, and solutions; investigate changes and relationships in chemical systems; and 
explore how chemistry is used in developing new products and processes that affect our lives and our environment.  
Emphasis will also be placed on the importance of chemistry in other branches of science. 
Prerequisite:  Science, Grade 10, Academic 
 
Chemistry, Grade 12, University Preparation       (SCH4U) 
This course enables students to deepen their understanding of chemistry through the study of organic chemistry, energy 
changes and rates of reaction, chemical systems and equilibrium, electrochemistry, and atomic and molecular structure.  
Students will further develop problem-solving and laboratory skills as they investigate chemical processes, at the same 
time refining their ability to communicate scientific information.  Emphasis will be placed on the importance of 
chemistry in daily life, and on evaluating the impact of chemical technology on the environment. 
Prerequisite:  Chemistry, Grade 11, University Preparation 
 
Physics              
 
Physics, Grade 11 (University Prep)          (SPH3U) 
This course develops studentsÕ understanding of the basic concepts of physics. Students will study the laws of dynamics 
and explore different kinds of forces, the quantification and forms of energy (mechanical, sound, light, thermal, and 
electrical), and the way energy is transformed and transmitted. They will develop scientific-inquiry skills as they verify 
accepted laws and solve both assigned problems and those emerging from their investigations. Students will also 
analyze the interrelationships between physics and technology, and consider the impact of technological applications of 
physics on society and the environment. 
Prerequisite: Science, Grade 10, Academic 
 
Physics, Grade 12, University Preparation         (SPH4U) 
This course enables students to deepen their understanding of the concepts and theories of physics.  Students will 
explore further the laws of dynamics and energy transformations, and will investigate electrical, gravitational, and 
magnetic fields; electromagnetic radiation; and the interface between energy and matter.  They will further develop 
inquiry skills, learning, for example, how the interpretation of experimental data can provide indirect evidence to 
support the development of a scientific model.  Students will also consider the impact on society and the environment of 
technological applications of physics. 
Prerequisite:  Physics, Grade 11, University Preparation 
 
Science          
 
Science, Grade 11, University/College preparation       (SNC3M) 
This course enables students, including those who do not intend to pursue science-related programs at the postsecondary 
level, to increase their understanding of science and its technological applications.  Students will explore a range of 
topics, including the safe use of everyday chemicals; the science of nutrition and body function; waste management; the 
application of scientific principles in space; and technologies in everyday life.  Emphasis will be placed on the role of 
science and technology in daily life and in relation to social and environmental issues. 
Prerequisite:  Science, Grade 10, Academic or Applied 
 
Social Sciences and Humanities 
 
Family Studies           
 
Individual and Family Living, Grade 9 or 10, Open                (HIF 1O/HIF2O)  
This course explores the challenges faced by all people:  how to meet basic needs, how to relate to others, how to 
manage resources, and how to become responsible members of society.  Students will acquire knowledge and skills that 
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are needed to make the transition to adulthood.  Teachers will instruct students in developing interpersonal, decision-
making, and practical skills related to daily life.  Students will explore the functioning of families and the diversities 
found among families and within society. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Living Spaces and Shelter, Grade 11, Open         (HLS3O) 
This course analyses how different types of living spaces and forms of shelter meet peopleÕs physical, social, emotional, 
and cultural needs and reflect societyÕs values, established patterns of living and economic and technological 
developments.  Students will learn how to make practical decisions about where to live and how to create functional and 
pleasing environments, and will explore occupational opportunities related to housing and design.  They will also learn 
skills used in researching and investigating living accommodations and housing. 
Prerequisite:  None 
Living and Working with Children, Grade 11, College Preparation      (HPW3C) 
This course focuses on the well being of children in families and community settings. Students will study child 
behaviour and child development in the context of relationships with parents and others in the community, and will 
learn through research and by observing and interacting with children. This course prepares students for further study of 
children, them with the occupational opportunities related to working with children, and introduces them to skills used 
in researching and investigating childrenÕs behaviour in response to others. 
Prerequisite: None 
 
Fashion and Creative Expression, Grade 11, Open                          (HNC3O) 
This course explores what clothing communicates about the wearer and how it becomes a creative and entrepreneurial 
outlet through the design and production processes.  Students will learn, through practical experiences, about the nature 
of fashion design; the characteristics of fibers and fabrics; the construction, production, and marketing of clothing; and 
how to plan and care for a wardrobe that is appropriate for an individualÕs appearance, activities, employment, and 
lifestyle.  Students will develop research skills as they explore the evolution of fashion and its relationship to society, 
culture, and individual psychology 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Individuals and Families in a Diverse Society, Grade 12, University / College Preparation  (HHS4M) 
This course applies current theories and research from the disciplines of anthropology, psychology, and sociology to the 
study of individual development, family behaviour, intimate and parent-child relationships, and the ways in which 
families interact within the diverse Canadian society.  Students will learn the interpersonal skills required to contribute 
to the well being of families, and the investigative skills required to conduct and evaluate research about individuals and 
families. 
Prerequisite:  Any university, university/college, or college preparation course in social sciences and humanities, 
English, or Canadian and world studies. 
 
Human Growth and Development, Grade 12, University/College Preparation   (HHG4M)  
This course offers a multidisciplinary approach to the study of human development throughout the cycle, with particular 
emphasis on enhancing growth and development.  Students will examine how early brain and child development are 
linked to lifelong learning, health, and well being, and will develop child-care and human-relationship skills through 
practical experience in a community setting.  This course also refines studentsÕ skills used in researching and 
investigating issues related to human growth and development. 
Prerequisite:  Any university, university/college, or college preparation course in social sciences and humanities, 
English, or Canadian and world studies. 
 
 
General Social Science        
 
Introduction to Anthropology, Psychology, and Sociology, Grade 11,                 (HSP3M) 
University/College Preparation 
This course introduces the theories, questions, and issues that are the major concerns of anthropology, psychology, and 
sociology.  Students will develop an understanding of the way social scientists approach the topics they study and the 
research methods they employ.  Students will be given opportunities to explore theories from a variety of perspectives 
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and to become familiar with current thinking on a range of issues that have captured the interest of classical and 
contemporary social scientists in the three disciplines. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Challenge and Change in Society, Grade 12, University/College Preparation  (WCC 12)  (HSB4M) 
This course examines the theories and methodologies used in anthropology, psychology, and sociology to investigate 
and explain shifts in knowledge, attitudes, beliefs, and behaviour and their impact on society.  Students will analyse 
cultural, social, and biological patterns in human societies, looking at the ways in which those patterns change 
overtime.  Students will also explore the ideas of classical and contemporary social theorists, and will apply those ideas 
to the analysis of contemporary trends. 
Prerequisite:  Any university, university/college, or college preparation course in social sciences and humanities, 
English, or Canadian and world studies. 
 
Philosophy            
 
Philosophy: The Big Questions, Grade 11, Open                   (HZB3O) 
This course addresses three (or more) of the following questions: What is a person? What is a meaningful life? What are 
good and evil? What is a just society? What is human knowledge? How do we know what is beautiful in art, music, and 
literature? Students will learn critical thinking skills in evaluating philosophical arguments related to these questions, as 
well as skills used in researching and investigating various topics in philosophy. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Philosophy:  Questions and Theories, Grade 12, University Preparation    (HZT4U)  
This course addresses three (or more) of the main areas of philosophy:  metaphysics, logic, epistemology, ethics, social 
and political philosophy, and aesthetics.  Students will learn critical thinking skills, the main ideas expressed by 
philosophers from a variety of the worldÕs traditions, how to develop and explain their own philosophical ideas, and 
how to apply those ideas to contemporary social issues and personal experiences.  The course will also help students 
refine skills used in researching and investigating topics in philosophy. 
Prerequisite:  Any university or university / college preparation course in social sciences and humanities, English, or 
Canadian and world studies 
 
 
World Religions           
 
World Religions:  Beliefs, Issues, and Religious Traditions,                (HRT3M)  
Grade 11, University/College Preparation  (WCC 10) 
This course enables students to discover what others believe and how they live, and to appreciate their own unique 
heritage.  Students will learn about the teachings and traditions of a variety of religions, the connections between 
religion and the development of civilizations, the place and function of religion in human experience, and the influence 
of a broad range of religions on contemporary society. This course also introduces students to skills used in researching 
and investigating world religions. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
 
Technological Education 
Part A:  Broad Based Technology 
 
Communications Technology         
 
Communications Technology, Grade 11, University/College Preparation    (TGJ3M)    
This course examines communications systems and design and production processes in the areas of electronic, live, 
recorded, and graphic communications. Students will develop knowledge and skills relating to the assembly, operation, 
maintenance, and repair of the basic and more complex components of a range of communications systems. Students 
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will also study industry standards and regulations and health and safety issues, and will explore careers, the importance 
of lifelong learning, and the impact of communications technology on society and the environment. 
Prerequisite: None 
 
Communication Technology, Grade 12, University/College Preparation    (TGJ4M)  
This course examines communications systems and design and production processes in the areas of electronic, live, 
recorded, and graphic communications. Students will create, manage, and distribute complex electronic, graphic, 
recorded, or audio-visual projects independently and in project teams. Students will also study industry standards and 
regulations and health and safety issues, and will explore careers, the importance of lifelong learning, and the impact of 
communications technology on society and the environment. 
Prerequisite: Communications Technology, Grade 11, University/College Preparation 
 
Health and Personal Services         
 
Child Development and Gerontology, Grade 12, College Preparation    (TPO4C) 
This course helps students understand the stages of development and needs of children and the elderly.  Students will 
master the fundamental skills required to meet these needs; acquire an awareness of legislation governing the care of 
children and of elderly people who require support or supervision; evaluate social and recreational activities for children 
and the elderly; and assess available facilities.  Students will also examine career paths in child and geriatric care, the 
impact of technological developments on products and services, and health and safety laws. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Technological Design         
 
Technological Design, Grade 12, University/College Preparation     (TDJ4M)  
This course provides students with opportunities to solve problems in design through the use of technical drawings, 
model building, testing, and marketing.  Students will research, design, and test solutions for residential or commercial 
architecture, industrial engineering, and manufacturing.  They will also examine the educational requirements of a 
technical-design-related career in engineering, architecture, or industrial design. 
Prerequisite:  Technological Design, Grade 11, University/College Preparation 
 
Computer and Information  Science         
 
Computer and Information Science, Grade 10, Open      (TIK2O)  
This course introduces students to computer science concepts.  Students will learn about the stages in software design; 
the fundamental programming constructs of sequence, selection, and repetition; the functions of internal and external 
computer components; the relationship among networks, operating systems, and application software and their uses; and 
how programming languages evolve.  Students will also develop an awareness of computer-related careers. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Computer & Information Science, Grade 11, University/College Preparation   (ICS3M) 
This course helps students examine computer science concepts.  Students will outline stages in software development, 
define standard and data structures, identify on and off-line resources, explain the functions of basic computer 
components, and develop programming and problem-solving skills by using operating systems and implementing 
defined practices.  As well as identifying careers in computer science, students will develop an understanding of the 
ethical use of computers and the impact of emergent technologies on society. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Computer and Information Science, Grade 12, University / College Preparation   (ICS4M) 
This course helps students use programming and software engineering principles to design and develop algorithms and 
programs.  Students will use software developments and diagnostic tools, implement data structures and algorithms, and 
use file management techniques in project settings.  They will also develop and understanding of the ethics of computer 
use and the impact of information technology on the community, and will explore postsecondary education and career 
paths in computer science. 
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Prerequisite:  Computer and Information Science, Grade 11, University / College Preparation 
Part B:  Computer Studies 
 
Computer and Information Science         
Computer Engineering, Grade 11, University/College Preparation     (ICE3M)  
This course helps students understand how computer hardware and software are used to solve computer-related 
problems from an engineering perspective.  Students will explore ways of connecting computers, interfaces, and 
peripherals using heir knowledge of logic gates, computer components, peripherals, programming, networks, and 
operating systems.  Students will also construct systems that use computer programs to interact wit h hardware, install 
and configure key computer hardware and software components, develop an understanding of the ethical use of 
computers, and explore careers in computer engineering. 
Prerequisite:  None 
 
Course Selection 
 
1 Students should verify compulsory courses that should be completed for 2006 Ð 2007 with the 

Guidance Counsellor. 
 
2 Students will be considered eligible for less than a full (8 periods) only after the completion of 

24 credits.  Students who have accumulated 24 credits are required to register for at least 3 
credits per semester.  (Any exceptions must be referred to the Principal in writing.) 

 
3 Students in Grades 9- 12 are expected to take 4 courses each semester.   
 
4 Grade 9 to 12 - Students, in consultation with their parents, are advised to make their initial 

course selections based on present interests, vocational and educational plans.  Consultation 
with the Guidance Counsellor and/or Principal should be part of the final course selections.  In 
this way the students, parents and staff of NCCI can ensure that the experience at NCCI offers 
the most advantages to the student.  

 
5 Practicality and economy dictate that courses may not be offered if fewer than eight 

students are registered in them. 
 
Policy for Independent/Private Study 
 
 ILC (Independent Learning Centre) correspondence courses are available at an extra cost per 
course in cases where a student requires a specific course as a prerequisite or for graduation that 
isnÕt offered by NCCI in a compatible time schedule.  The fees for ILC courses must be paid by the 
student/parent and are not intended to be deducted from the education expense account.  Since 
NCCI awards credits, it may be necessary in some cases to supplement a particular course with 
additional materials. 
 
Course Changes/Withdrawal 
 
 Students can add or drop a course within the first week of a semester. All academic course 
changes will requ ire the completion of a ÒRequest for Course Change/WithdrawalÓ form and 
parental permission.  As of September 1st, 1999 the Ministry of Education requires that, COURSES  
DROPPED AFTER FIVE SCHOOL DAYS FOLLOWING THE MID-TERM REPORT  WILL 
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APPEAR ON A STUDENTÕS  TRANSCRIPT AS A WITHDRAWAL. 
 
 

Levels of Difficulty 
 
 Most courses at NCCI will be at the academic level in grades 9 Ð 10 and in grades 11 Ð 12 
are offered at the university/college level, with rare exceptions. Students who experience difficulties 
in grasping any of the subjects at the advanced level will be assisted as much as possible through 
our tutoring program. Students should have experienced success with these advanced academic 
levels in their previous studies, as tutoring cannot hope to compensate for an inadequate prior skill 
level. 
  
Academic courses focus on the essential concepts of the discipline and also explore related 
concepts.  Academic courses develop studentsÕ knowledge and skills by emphasizing theoretical, 
abstract applications of the essential concepts and incorporating practical applications as 
appropriate. 

 
 Prior to selecting courses, refer to the course descriptions on the following pages. Particular 
attention should be given to prerequisites, and recommended preparation. 
 

Prerequisite: A course which the Ministry of Education has designated as a requirement 
to be completed prior to undertaking another course. In special circumstances a 
prerequisite may be waived by the principal based upon a written request by a studentÕs 
parent. 

 
Recommended Preparation: A course which is highly recommended as providing the 
necessary foundation for another course. 

 
 

Evaluation and Examination Policies 
 
Student Evaluations 
 
 The school year is divided into two semesters, Fall and Spring. A report is issued at the mid-
term (November and April) and a final report at the end of each semester (February and June).  
Monthly reports are issued in October, December, March and May. 
 
 Criteria for student evaluation must match the course expectations and the modes of learning 
appropriate to the course.  Evaluation procedures within the Academic and Arts Divisions may 
differ; evaluation will be based on term work and examination results. Term work includes 
assignments, demonstrations, projects, performances, portfolios, essays, reports, class presentations, 
and regular tests. 70% of the grade is based on evaluations conducted throughout the course.  30% 
of the grade will be based on a final evaluation in the form of an exam, performance, essay and/or 
any other method of evaluation suitable to the course content and administered towards the end of 
the course. 
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 At the end of the semester, the overall progress of each student is carefully reviewed by the 
staff. If it is felt that the student is not benefiting from being in attendance at Nancy Campbell 
Collegiate Institute, parents will be informed and arrangements should be made by the parents to 
provide alternate educational opportunities for their child. 
 
Prior Learning Assessment and Recognition 

 
 Prior learning includes the knowledge and skills that students have acquired, in both formal 
and informal ways, outside secondary school.  Where such learning has occurred outside Ontario 
classrooms, students enrolled in Ontario secondary schools and inspected private schools may have 
their skills and knowledge evaluated against the expectations outlined in provincial curriculum 
policy documents in order to earn credits towards the secondary school diploma.  This formal 
evaluation and accreditation process is known as Prior Learning Assessment and Recognition 
(PLAR).  PLAR procedures are carried out under the direction of the school principal, who grants 
credits. 
 
 The PLAR process developed by a school board in compliance with ministry policy involves 
two components:  ÒchallengeÓ and equivalency.  The Òchallenge processÓ refers to the process 
whereby studentsÕ prior learning is assessed for the purpose of granting credit for a course 
developed from a provincial curriculum policy document.  Assessment instruments for this process 
must include formal tests (70 per cent of the final mark) and a variety of other assessment strategies 
appropriate to the particular course (30 per cent of the final mark).  Such strategies may include the 
evaluation of student work, including written assignments and laboratory work, and observation of 
student performance.  Determining equivalency involves the assessment of credentials from other 
jurisdictions. 
 
 Because young people benefit in many ways from the learning experiences offered in 
secondary school, PLAR has a specific, limited function in the Ontario secondary school program. 
For students who are under the age of eighteen, or who are eighteen or over but have never left high 
school for a year or more, a maximum of four credits may be granted through the challenge process 
for Grade 10, 11, and 12 courses, with no more than two in one subject area.  Equivalency credits 
are those who transfer to Ontario secondary schools from non-inspected private schools or schools 
outside Ontario. 
 
 Further details are available from the schoolÕs Principal or Guidance counsellor. 
 
 
Examinations 
 
 All students must write a final examination and/or have an equivalent final, culminating 
activity at the end of each semester.  Students receive an Exam Schedule prior to exams.   Parents 
and students should take time to review the rules listed in the Student Agenda.  Failure to write the 
final exam may result in the loss of credit.   
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The Ontario Student Transcript (OST) 
 

The Ontario Student Transcript (OST) was developed to provide an official and consistent 
record of the Ontario secondary school credit courses successfully completed by a student. 

 
As of September1st, 1999 the OST will include full disclosure of all courses taken or 

attempted in grade 11 or above levels.   It will also contain the completion date of the required 40 
hours 
of community involvement (as set down by the Ministry of Education), successful completion of the 
provincial secondary school literacy test**, and any non-credit courses taken.  Service hours are 
recorded on a special form and are updated regularly by the mentor and student.  These sheets are 
kept on file in the students OSR. It has always been the policy of NCCI for students to participate in 
service projects (dance workshop, drama workshop or other community projects) for an average of 
50 hours per year.  Information about service opportunities is given daily during morning assembly 
and may be had from the reception or student services office.  These service projects cannot be 
connected to a credit course, but are part of the studentsÕ extra curricular activities. This policy will 
remain unchanged, thereby a student can fulfil the MinistryÕs requirement within the first year at 
NCCI. 
 

The Ontario student transcript is available for the perusal of parents and students.  A copy of 
the Ontario Student Transcript is produced at the end of each semester and filed in the Ontario 
Student Record(OSR).  A student who either transfers to another school outside of Ontario, or who 
has graduated can request a copy of the OST.   

 
¥ Only one copy of the OST will be issued to the student at no cost.  Additional 

copy(ies) can be obtained at a cost of $5.00 per copy. 
 

 
Procedure for Waiving Prerequisites 

 
 In special circumstances a prerequisite may be waived by the principal based upon a written 
request by a studentÕs parent. 

 
 

Recording and Reporting 
 

 
The Ontario Student Record (OSR) 
 
 Every Ontario school maintains an official school record for each student. Each OSR contains 
achievement results and credits earned in the student's elementary and secondary years. These 
records are administered in accordance with the Ministry of Education OSR guidelines and the 
Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act. With the assistance of school personnel, 
parents and students may examine the contents of the OSR. 
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Access to the OSR 

¥ every student under the age of 18 and his/her parent(s) has a right to access the 
studentÕs OSR 

¥ non-custodial parents have access to information concerning childÕs health, education 
and welfare if they have legal access to the child under the age of 18 

¥ inspecting supervisory officers have access 
¥ no one else has access without proper consent 
¥ students over 18 have access and must give permission for parents or guardians to 

access. 
 
 
 
 Retention Storage and Destruction of the OSR 

¥ for material not requested, personal information placed in the OSR will be retained for 
at least one year 

¥ upon retirement of a student the school shall retain the following items for five years: 
   report cards 
   documentation file, where applicable 

additional information that is identified by the school as appropriate for 
retention 

¥ upon retirement of a student the school shall retain the following items for fifty -five 
years: 

   
OSR folder 
   Office Index Card 
   OST 
¥ destruction of all or any part of the OSR, when retention is no longer required, shall be 

effected to ensure complete and confidential disposal of the record. 
 
 
 

School Services 
 
 
Support Services and Resources 
 
 During the school year, the Principal, the Guidance Counsellor and the staff meet with 
students individually to set educational and personal goals. These Departments will provide access 
to an up-to-date library of career and educational information that is available to all students and 
teachers. 
 
 Other services offered to students include career-planning, opportunities to visit various post 
secondary institutions, and arrangements of visits by college and university representatives to our 
campus. Selection of appropriate post-secondary institutions will be discussed with the students 
well before the end of their studies at the school. 
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 Counselling interviews will be arranged by the parents, the students or by school officials if 
deemed necessary. Students and parents are invited to contact the school about any of these 
services. 
 
 The Principal or Guidance Counsellor will assist in arranging for a tutoring program for 
students needing extra help in their academic courses and a peer helper group. 
In addition to the above mention support, the school also offers the following resources:

significant locations 
 
 
Guidance and Career Education Program 
 

Through the guidance Department at Nancy Campbell Collegiate students can access a wide 
range of service and supports. 

Education and Career Planning 

This occurs through a wide range of methods throughout the school. 
 

¥ Grade 10 mandatory course Careers Studies (GLC20) This half credit course is designed to 
assist students in investigating their natural skills, aptitudes and interests. It gives them a 
framework and the tools to further explore their career options and develop a plan to 
achieving it 

¥ Accessibility to an extensive guidance library of National and International Post-secondary 
institutions course calendars, service opportunities and alternate specialty programs. These 
resources can be used in conjunction with assistance from the counselor or signed out to 
consult with parents 

¥ Visits from universities, colleges, Canadian Forces, apprenticeship programs, private post-
secondary institutions  

¥ Arrangement to attend the annual OUF (Ontario Universities Fair) to meet liaison officers 
from all Ontario Universities. 

¥ Information sessions, workshops and seminars on selecting appropriate university or college 
the right university, scholarships, financial aid. 

¥ Assistance with completing online applications to Universities and Colleges in group 
sessions or individual sessions if required. 

Individual Assistance and Short-term Counseling 
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 The guidance department is also available to assist those students in dealing with the day-to-
day stresses and as portal to community or professional services when required. This can happen 
through concerns brought forward by the student, parents or staff.  The Guidance Counselor in 
consultation with the appropriate individuals will meet to assist and support any student in need of 
additional help.   
 
 
 
 Cooperative Education Programs & Work Experience 

 
 Planned learning experiences that take place in the community, including job shadowing and 
job twinning, work experience and virtual work experience, and Cooperative education, provide 
students who are enrolled in courses of all types and in all disciplines with the opportunity to 
enhance their school programs.  Experiential learning can assist all students, including exceptional 
students, who are bound for university, college, apprenticeship, or the workplace, in making career 
decisions as well as in developing the knowledge, skills, and attitudes that are essential in todayÕs 
society.   
 
Co-operative Education Ð Full semester 1 credit per 110 hours:  A planned learning experience, 
for which credits are earned, that integrates classroom theory and learning experiences at a 
workplace to enable students to apply and refine the knowledge and skills acquired in a related 
curriculum course or a locally developed course;

CLASS ADVISOR AND MENTORSHIP PROGRAMS  

In order to nurture community spirit and a sense of belonging, 2 to 4 Class Advisors are assigned to 
each high school class.  These Advisors are responsible for: 

1. Building class unity by helping their classes to organize class activities; 

2. Communicating with parents and guardians; 
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3. Keeping track of student progress, attendance, service hours, permission forms, etc.; 

4. Providing opportunities for the moral capabilities development of their students; 

5. Facilitating regular school service activities; 

6. Cultivating school unity by planning and implementing regular full-school activities; 

7. Mentoring their students. 

Students also meet with their Advisors to set short and long-term goals as active agents in their own 
learning and/or development, and to ensure that homework requirements are met. 

A student requiring or seeking additional mentoring can be assigned to a Mentor.  Students choose a 
Mentor as a guide in consultation with the Guidance Counsellor. 

 

MORNING ASSEMBLY AND CLASS MEETINGS  

Vision: 

a. The Assembly is a time for the entire school community to come together and share readings 
and devotions from various Faiths and of an inspirational nature.  They are also an 
opportunity for artistic expression and cooperative games.  Announcements are made during 
this time. 

b. The Class Meeting is a time for each class to gather with its Advisors, share devotions and 
readings, make announcements and otherwise organize as a class.   

Standards: 

a. Punctuality and attendance at both Assemblies and Class Meetings is mandatory. 

b. Absences or late arrivals due to illness, religious, or compassionate reasons are excused 
when accompanied by a note or communication from a parent or Residential Staff. 

 

ACADEMIC POLICIES  

What follows are the vision and standards for academic policies.  The consequences for breaching 
these as well as other policies are outlined in a supplemental document entitled the NCCI Policies 
Handbook.  Students receive this document, along with this agenda, at the beginning of the 
academic year. 

Assignments/Homework 

Vision: Assignments and homework are essential to learning.  Completing them on time is critical 
to the design of the course, the academic advancement of the student, and is a matter of respect for 
the teacher and his or her lesson plans, oneÕs fellow students, and the integrity of the class. 

Standards: 

a. Teachers provide their students with an outline of study requirements and conduct the 
appropriate study skills sessions in each class at the beginning of the semester.  These are 
reviewed periodically throughout the semester. 

b. Students are required to submit assignments and complete homework according to the 
deadlines established by their teachers. 

Plagiarism 
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Vision: When doing academic work, it is essential to recognize the contributions of others as their 
own work.  Submission of work by a student, no matter how minimal, that is not the studentÕs own 
original work, is considered plagiarism.   

Standard: Cutting and pasting information from the Internet, or from any other source, or taking any 
other personÕs ideas without giving due credit for it, is plagiarism and is strictly prohibited.  
Quoting or paraphrasing with references is not, and is in fact highly encouraged. 

 

Exams 

Vision: Along with other assignments and individual study projects, exams are essential for 
assessing overall academic knowledge.  Exams take place at the end of every semester. 

Standards: 

a. Students are expected to  

1. prepare well for their exams; 

2. to show up at least 10-minutes prior to their exam start time with all required 
materials; and to 

3. conduct themselves with integrity and respect for their fellow students when writing 
their exams.  

b. Only in exceptional circumstances, with written request from a parent or guardian, will 
exams be re-scheduled for any student.  A $50.00 fee will be charged for this service. 

c. Students are required to be in Dress #1 uniform for their exams. 

d. Students are required to book time with their teachers well in advance of the scheduled exam 
period if they need further assistance to prepare for their exams. 

 

Attendance and Punctuality 

Vision: An excellent attendance record enhances academic performance, and is a matter of respect 
for the teacher, the material being learned, and for the class as a whole. 

Standards: 

a. Class punctuality and attendance are mandatory. 

b. Absences or late arrivals due to illness, religious, or compassionate reasons are excused 
when accompanied by a note or communication from a parent, guardian, or Residential 
Staff. 

c. In situations of recurring or debilitating illness, the student will be given every 
consideration, providing arrangements can be made to compensate for incomplete work, and 
that the integrity of the credit is preserved. 

d. Students who arrive late to school must sign in with the Reception Desk. 

e. Appointments and phone calls must be avoided during school hours. 

 

Signing In/Out 

Vision: Senior students (grades 10 through 12) are permitted to sign out, as long as the following 
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standards are not compromised.  This is an issue of both safety and school representation. 

Standards: 

a. Students who wish to sign out must have a letter of permission from their parents or 
guardian, which must be on file at the beginning of the year. 

b. Students must sign out in every case with the Study Room Teacher.   

c. Students may not sign out during 

1. Assembly and Class Meetings; 

2. their classes; 

3. organized school activities 

except in cases of emergency with parental or guardian consent, or with permission from their 
teachers.  

      a.  Upon signing out, students must indicate: 

1. the time they are signing out; 

2. the location they intend to visit; 

3. the time they expect to sign back in. 

      b.  Students must sign back in with the Study Room Teacher, and indicate the actual time they 

           are back. 

      c.  Students signed out must conduct themselves according to the high standards of NCCI.  This 

          includes, but is not limited to, 

1. not smoking; 

2. not engaging in any illegal or destructive activity; 

3. treating their uniform with respect; 

4. behaving with courtesy towards everyone. 

 
Unexpected Illness 

If a student becomes ill during school hours, s/he must report to the Residential Supervisor or 
CounsellorÕs Office 

 
THE STUDENT ENVIRONMENT  

Self-Discipline/Responsibility Management 

It is required that students at Nancy Campbell Collegiate Institute conform to the high standards of 
the School community and accept responsibility for their own behaviour.  Although every effort is 
made to inform the students of these standards, it is obviously impossible to list them in their 
entirety.  However, students also receive a NCCI Policies Handbook, which lists certain policies in 
more detail, and specifically, the consequences associated with breaching those policies. 

Students will have a mandatory appointment with the Guidance Counselor, Class Advisor, 
Responsibility Management Team (RMT), and/or Principal as a result of failure to meet standards 
regarding:  
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 academic requirements  

 attendance and punctuality 

 attire 

 behaviour 

 disregard for NCCI expectations and requirements 

In general, designated faculty or RMT members review the schoolÕs requirements with the student 
and the student explains his/her plan of action to meet the requirement.   
Parents are informed of these meetings only if the requirements continue to be overlooked.  
Students may be required to complete a number of service hours at the school as an act of 
restitution.  Detentions, extensions and/or suspensions are applied as the need arises. 

Severe continuous disregard for NCCI expectations results in meetings with the Principal, Vice 
Principal, Guidance Counselor and member(s) of the NCCI Administration team.  Parents are 
informed of these conferences and may be asked to attend or participate in a conference/ call.  
Students whose behaviour/actions result in such meetings are put on probation and are required to 
undergo regular review conferences until the situation is rectified.  If no efforts are made by the 
student to improve the situation, s/he may be required to withdraw from the school. 

Relationships 

Vision: Students are required to respect each other.  They are encouraged to establish a variety of 
positive relationships.  However, students should not become Òexclusively focusedÓ on a particular 
person or group to the exclusion of others. 

Standards: Students are required to develop a sense of discernment and mutual respect by not 
engaging in public demonstrations of affection.  As a school community, students are encouraged to 
be an example to each other by not placing one another in compromising situations, and by 
exhibiting conduct that is above criticism. 

Smoking Policy 

Vision: Smoking is reprehensible and unhealthy.  In our attempt to build a healthy society, the 
School has zero tolerance for tobacco use and cooperates completely with the London District 
Health Unit in its campaign to eradicate tobacco use in the County. 

Standards: 

a. The use (holding, supplying, smoking) of tobacco on school property, while on school 
related activities and outings, or when identified in any way with the School, is strictly 
prohibited. 

b. Smoking in any building is against the law and will result in a $5000.00 fine from the city. 

c. Students suspected of smoking in their rooms will receive a $500.00 fine and the city will be 
informed of continued violation of this law. 

Code of Conduct 

Vision: Each member of the NCCI community is required to treat others with justice, respect and 
the utmost courtesy. 

Standards: 

a. In light of this vision, the following are not acceptable:

1. Arguing inappropriately; 

2. Sarcastic tones; 

3. Inappropriate remarks; 

4. Speaking in a rude manner/talking back. 

b. The following constitute a list of the most severe violations of the SchoolÕs code of conduct. 

1. Backbiting/gossiping; 

2. Possession or use of illegal drugs; 

3. Possession or use of alcohol; 

4. Possession or use of firearms; 

5. Sexual promiscuity/intimate touching; 

6. Violence and bullying; 

7. Prejudice in any form; 

8. Smoking; 

9. Vandalism/graffiti/stealing; 

10. Any other major breach of honesty and integrity, including deceit. 

Any and all measures will be taken to eliminate the possibility of incidents involving any illegal 
activity, including unannounced inspections of lockers and dorm rooms by staff or others authorized 
by the Principal.  Students who are antagonistic to the unifying principles upon which Nancy 
Campbell Collegiate Institute is based, or who choose not to conform to the fundamental standards 
of the School community, are withdrawn from our program.  Students who are expelled or 
withdrawn from NCCI are not eligible for a refund of fees paid. 

   
A Note To Parents 

 
How can parents help when their students are in a secondary school which offers mainly 

advanced academic courses?  Often, the courses are unfamiliar to parents and homework is much 
more difficult.  The following suggestions will assist the students and build the essential partnership 
between home and school. 
 
1. Insist that the student attends school regularly and punctually.  Valid absences include only 

illness and family emergencies.  Medical, dental and legal appointments must be made after 
school hours. 

 
2. Encourage good study habits.  Discourage prolonged telephone, TV, or computer activity. 
 
3. Insist that homework is done regularly and on schedule.  There is never  Òno homeworkÓ!  

Students should read, review notes or work on projects. This self-discipline is the key to 
scholastic success, according to educational research. 

 
4. Encourage students to limit employment hours (15 hours per week is considered the upper limit 

for most students), as well as school night activities.
